Shirt 
Official Cub Scouts uniform navy blue shirt

Pants  
Official Cub Scouts uniform navy blue pants no cuffs. 
(Switchbacks uniform pant converts into knee-length 
shorts with provided zip-off legs.) 
  
 
 
 
 
Belt  
Official Cub Scouts uniform navy blue web belt with Cub 
Scout emblem metal buckle (cut the belt to proper length

Ø Official Cub Scouts uniform navy blue socks with 
orange tops for Tiger Cubs 

Ø Official Cub Scouts uniform navy blue socks with

Official Placement of Insignia 
 
 
 
Right Sleeve 
Wear the U.S. flag  
 
 
 
 
 
 
Left Sleeve 
Wear the council shoulder emblem (Circle Ten) 
Wear the pack numeral as shown (Pack 758) 
 
 
 
Left Pocket 

Ø Cub Scouts wear badges of rank as shown:        
Bobcat, Tiger Cub, Wolf, and Bear.  

Ø Gold Arrow Points are worn below the badge for 
which they were earned.  

Ø Silver Arrow Points are worn below the Gold Arrow 
Points in double rows.  

Ø Wear medals just above and center of the pocket 
seam. The only medal worn by Cub Scouts is the 
religious emblem and a lifesaving or meritorious 
award knot.  

Ø The World Crest is worn centered between the left 
shoulder seam and the top of the left pocket.

Right Pocket 

Ø Temporary insignia are worn, must be centered on 
the pocket, or hung from the button.  

Ø Progress toward Ranks (with thong and beads) is 
fastened to the button under the right pocket flap.  

Ø The National Summertime Award is pinned 
centered on the right pocket flap.  

Ø The Cub Scout Outdoor Activity Award is worn on 
the right pocket flap.  

Ø Each pin may be worn on the flap.
